Energy Group (http://www.light-source.
com/relamping.html)
Do you have a few blown lights in 
your shop? Group re-lamping is the 
practice of periodically restoring the 
lighting system to new by completely 
replacing all the lamps at a particular 
point in time while spot re-lamping 
during the interim years. By replacing 
all of the lamps at once, the labour 
costs are dramatically reduced because 
economies of scale eliminate the 
redundancy of the manual tasks. Often 
when lighting fixtures are spot re-
lamped, different color-temperature 
lamps are bought and installed, 
creating a patchwork appearance.

Another benefit is higher maintained 
light levels in the space. All lamps 
produce less light with time even 
though energy consumption remains 
constant. So, if lamps are replaced 
more regularly, a higher light level will 
be maintained. If your shop is looking a 
little patchy or you have a few lights not 
working in your shop, why not replace 
all the lamps at the same time to both 
save money and greatly improve the 
appearance of your store? If you need 
to find an electrician to complete the 
works, the facilities team may be able 
to assist.
